And despite their unwieldy vehicle, Mooney and Morey were rarely halted by rain, snow, sleet or other 
weather problems.  They did confess to doing a few 360s on icy roads—but without damage to the truck or them-
selves.”

Bookmobile Service at a Crossroad

     Last September I attended the joint conference of the Association of Bookmobile and 
Outreach Services and the Association of Rural and Small Libraries in Columbus Ohio.  
The primary reason for this trip was to learn about the latest in bookmobiles.  The recent 
Himmel & Wilson study on small libraries in our region indicates the clear need for on-
going supplemental collection support, but the bookmobile WMRLS currently uses to 
provide this service is 21-years-old and inefficient to run.   A newer vehicle would help 
ensure this vital program continues. 
     The smallest bookmobile I saw had a 16  foot cargo van body barely tall enough for 
people to stand inside.  It was packed with 1,100 volumes, about half our present capac-
ity.   Step vans, the same type WMRLS uses for interlibrary delivery, ~ Continued on page 3

MassCat ILL Pilot Project Takes Off!

     The MassCat resource sharing network has been engaged in an Interlibrary Loan Pilot Project.  Twelve of our 
MassCat member libraries have agreed to participate in this project.  The libraries have agreed to make the MassCat sys-
tem their first priority for placing and responding to ILL requests.  These 12 pilot project participants have also agreed to 
allow their library users to place their own requests for items they want to borrow, rather than asking the librarian to fill 
the request on their behalf.   
     The libraries participating in the MassCat ILL Pilot Project are: Algonquin Regional High School (Northborough), 
Apponequet Regional High School (Lakeville), Beverly High School (Beverly), Dartmouth High School (Dartmouth), 
Dennis-Yarmouth Regional High School (South Yarmouth), Lenox Memorial Middle/High School (Lenox), Maimon-
ides School (Brookline), Mount Greylock Regional School (Williamstown), Pelham Library (Pelham), Sherborn Library 
(Sherborn), St. John’s Preparatory School (Danvers),  and St. Julie Library, St. Michael’s Parish Schools (Hudson). 
     To date, this project has been very successful in increasing the use of the ILL system in MassCat.  During the first 
three months of the project, 386 ILL requests have been sent to other libraries within the MassCat system.  This is almost 
double the amount of requests that were sent out during the 12 months prior to the implementation of this project and it 
is nearly 10 times the amount of ILL requests that were sent out for the same 3 months the year before!   
     The project has also helped to increase awareness and use of the ILL system among libraries that are not part of the 
pilot project library group.  Many libraries are receiving requests from the libraries involved in the pilot project as well 
as from libraries that are not part of the project.  Many libraries are realizing that MassCat is a great place to look for 
many of the resources that their library users want to borrow.

came slightly larger.  Next on the spectrum were trucks akin in shape to airport shuttle buses, probably the most similar 
in size to the bookmobile we have.  The biggest and most widely praised bookmobiles were built on transit bus chassis 
up to 40 feet long.  They had a reputation for durability, spacious interiors and good handling characteristics.  Their main 
drawback was the $250,000 or more needed to buy them. 
     All the above are variations on our current style of a walk-on truck with shelves inside.  Another type of bookmobile 
is a model called Book Hauler.  It is basically an empty box truck loaded with book carts.  Instead of people coming on 
to select items, the carts are unloaded with a lift and rolled into a building where the selection occurs.  For us this would 
be a new way of doing things and it would be complicated at locations with stairs.  However, this no-frills type of truck 
is more affordable than conventional bookmobiles with the same carrying capacity, and the fuel economy is better. 
     The most intriguing bookmobile design comes in two pieces.  The library materials are shelved inside a trailer that is 
pulled with a pickup truck or SUV.  The selection experience would be familiar but the driving experience would be 
quite different.  Including the price of a pickup, these combination units are more affordable at initial purchase than ordi-
nary bookmobiles.  Also, years later when the pickup has a million miles we could replace only that, not the entire book-
mobile.   We could also arrange our schedule to visit locations in one geographic area for several days in a row.  That 
way, the trailer could be parked overnight and the driver could return to headquarters with nothing in tow to save on fuel.  
The next day the trailer would be reattached to move on to the neighboring towns. 
     Of course, WMRLS first needs to find funding to pursue any of these options, and we have much to sort out regarding 
what might best serve our small libraries.  This will take time.  One thing I learned about at the conference could defi-
nitely help those libraries right now.  The Small but Powerful Guide to Winning Big Support for Your Rural Li-

On February 10 from 
10 a.m. to 12:30 p.m., Kate Flora, Katherine Hall Page, Vicki Stiefel and William 
Tapply answered questions and discussed aspects of their craft, from sources of inspi-
ration to daily work habits. The four are members of the Scarlet Letter chapter of Sis-
ters in Crime, an international organization of mystery writers.  

     Page is the best-selling author of 16 mystery novels featuring Faith Fairchild, two of which,  The Body in the Belfry 

and The Body in the Snowdrift, have won prestigious Agatha Awards. Known for her charming characters, ingenious 
plots, and sense of humor, Page also includes recipes in each book. 
     Flora, a former attorney, has written seven mysteries about amateur detective Thea Kozak, described by Booklist as a 
heroine with “in-your-face charm and chutzpah.” 
     Tapply is the author of more than two dozen mysteries, with Out Cold his most recent. He has also written a popular 
how-to: The Elements of Mystery Fiction: Writing a Modern Whodunit, and nearly 1,000 magazine articles. He is a 
contributing editor for Field & Stream magazine and a board member of The Writer magazine.  
     Stiefel has written three novels featuring homicide counselor Tally Whyte, with The Grief Shop her latest. Accord-
ing to one reviewer, “Stiefel has the psychological thriller down so well, you might think she invented it.”  
     The program was presented to about 30 mystery lovers, readers and writers from in and around Southampton in con-
junction with the library’s involvement in the LSTA funded Readers’ Advisory grant through WMRLS.  I would 
strongly encourage other libraries with mystery lovers to consider this wonderful program.  The authors were a delight!  
As Katherine Hall Page put it “Library audiences are my favorites and this one was no exception – people who love 
books!”

View From The Dock:  WMRLS Delivery 
by Mary King, Regional Librarian, WMRLS 

     The loads that WMRLS Delivery Service handles are growing as more libraries join C/W MARS.  The patrons of 
these new C/W MARS libraries soon realize that requesting books and AV online from home is fast and convenient---
and full delivery bins grow in number. 
     WMRLS Delivery is working to identify steps that our member libraries can take to help us handle the delivery loads.  
Bundling is the single most important practice that can help our drivers keep up with the loads that they are finding at 
our libraries!  
     Bundling materials refers to strapping a small number of items together with elastic bands when all of them are going 
to the same library.  Each bundle should be convenient for picking up with a normal hand, so up to 5” worth of items 
makes a good bundle.  One routing slip correctly addressed should flag the bundle. 
     Creating a bundle of 3 books means that instead of 3 separate actions on the delivery vehicle, only one handling is 
necessary to deal with 3 items.  This is a huge time and energy saver for our drivers who sort all the materials in the bins 
they pick up before they even leave your library parking lot---that’s a whole lot of items handled daily!  The library staff 
member sending the items also saves time because only one routing slip needs to be addressed for a bundle that is se-
curely prepared. 
     Another help for our drivers is to presort items for libraries to which you send a lot of materials.  Presorting refers to 
placing multiple items going to the same library into a single bin so that the whole bin can be delivered with no handling 
and sorting needed.   
     Let’s say that you always have a lot of items for Amherst in your delivery bins.  If you dedicate a bin for Amherst and 
label it, the 25-35 items in that Amherst bin can be picked up and delivered in just two actions by our Delivery Specialist 
--- carrying the bin out of your library and delivering it to Amherst.  Your presorting reduces the work of the Delivery 
Specialist by 25-35 sorts.   
     If you are sending a presorted bundled bin to a library which has branch libraries, don’t bundle Main Library items 
with Branch Library items.  Keep bundles by branch or main library and label the bin for Main Library. 
     Springfield City Library handles huge numbers of items daily because it is a major lender and also a delivery sorting 
hub.  Consequently they require every item in a presorted bin to either be bundled with a routing slip, or to have an indi-
vidual routing slip.  Springfield staff inspect individually each item in incoming bins that doesn’t have a routing slip or 
isn’t part of a bundle---so please save them unnecessary work by putting routing slips in all Springfield materials! 
     Working together we can keep Delivery running efficiently---thank you.
